“We want to hear from residents regarding the ongoing use of the County’s Fairgrounds and
Regional Park,” said Arapahoe County Commissioner Susan Beckman, who serves as the
Board’s Chairman. “This information will be used to develop a master plan for the future of the
Fairgrounds and Regional Park and will guide our decision-making.”

Those unable to attend the meeting can still submit their ideas on the use and preservation of this
section of the County’s heritage through an online survey that will be posted on their web site in
late February.

The multipurpose events center is the permanent home of the annual County Fair, which will be
held July 22 — 26, 2009. The 45,000 square-foot events/exhibition center, which is the first
building of several planned for the 236-acre site, serves a variety of functions in addition to the
County Fair, such as meetings, graduations, science fairs, seminars, receptions, conferences and
exhibits.
