The display will include vehicles and equipment from the following Sheriff’s Office specialty units:  Mobile 
Command Post, Bomb Squad, Hazardous Materials, Special Response Unit (SWAT), and Mobile Crime Lab 
(CSI).  Traffic, detention, and telecommunication vehicles will be exhibited, as well as snow mobiles and all 
terrain equipment.  Additionally, there will be information available regarding unique programs utilized by 
the Arapahoe County Sheriff’s Office, such as Colorado Life Trak, COPLOGIC, Graffiti Removal, the 
Citizen Emergency Response Team (CERT), Victim Assistance, Explorer Post, and Community Resources.  
Recruiting materials will be on hand for individuals who are interested in acquiring information about the 
employment opportunities within the Arapahoe County Sheriff’s Office.
