On February 25, 2009, at approximately 2:36 PM, Arapahoe County Sheriff’s Office deputies responded to the 19000 
block of East Powers Place on the report of a burglary in progress.  The reporting party advised that three subjects had 
jumped a neighbor’s fence and could be seen inside the residence.  Upon Deputy Kading’s arrival, three individuals 
were observed on the back porch, wearing bandanas to cover their faces.   
 
The three subjects, all juvenile males, were found to be in possession of property belonging to the victim.   
 
The juvenile subjects were transported to the Arapahoe County Sheriff’s Office Investigations Division for further 
questioning.  Following questioning, they were transported to the Arapahoe County Juvenile Assessment Center where 
all three were charged with Second Degree Burglary and Theft.  No bond. 
 
Arapahoe County Sheriff’s Office Crime Lab responded to the scene and collected evidence.
