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On July 5, 2009, at approximately 9:30 a.m., the Aurora Police Department (APD) requested assistance with
a stolen vehicle located in the 19000 block of East Stanford Drive in the City of Centennial. APD advised
that they had followed the vehicle, which was occupied by two subjects, to a residence on East Stanford
Drive.

Stanford Drive and contacted the homeowner. Consent was given to search for the two male subjects inside
the home. They were found hiding in a bedroom and were identified as:

Miles D. Tysinger, Age 18 Jett S. Fabros, Age 18

Arapahoe County Sheriff’s Office Investigator, Mike McKenzie, assisted with interviewing all four suspects.
Tysinger and Fabros confessed to both the burglary on June 29, 2009, and to stealing the vehicle out of
Westminster, Colorado.

The female subjects were taken into custody by the APD booked on municipal charges.

Tysinger and Fabros were transported to the Arapahoe County Sheriff’s Office Detention Center and booked
on the following charges. Bond was set at $10,000 each.

Second Degree Burglary, 18-4-203, Class 3 Felony
Aggravated Motor Vehicle Theft, 18-4-409, Class 4 Felony
