On June 28, 2010, at approximately 1:58 a.m., Arapahoe County Sheriff’s Office Sergeant, Matt Walker, responded to 
the 5700 block of South Hannibal Way on the report of two subjects who were seen pulling door handles and 
attempting to enter unlocked vehicles.  Sergeant Walker observed an illuminated dome light in the cab of a pickup 
truck, just as a black Saturn sedan accelerated past him.  As Sergeant Walker turned his patrol unit around, he lost sight 
of the Saturn but later found it abandoned in the 15000 block of East Dorado Place.  Arapahoe County Sheriff’s Office 
Deputy, John Dent, responded and located two subjects, matching the descriptions provided, crouched along side a 
residence.  One of the subjects was holding the keys to the Saturn.  The two subjects were identified as: 
 

Smith, Terry L. Jr., Age 22 
Black, Ashley M, Age 18 

 
Cameras, bags, and GPS devices were found inside the Saturn.  Deputy Wayne Pennington interviewed Ms. Black who 
admitted that she and Smith were looking for unlocked cars to steal from. She further stated that they had entered the 
pickup truck; however, no items were taken from it.  Black admitted to taking property from a vehicle in Aurora.  The 
only confirmed stolen property was a digital camera from a theft from motor vehicle case in Aurora. (APD10-25286).  
All other suspected stolen property was placed into evidence.   
 
Smith and Black were transported to the Arapahoe County Detention Facility and held on $3,000 bond each for: 
 
18-4-502 First Degree Criminal Trespass, a class 5 felony. 
18-2-101 Criminal Attempt First Degree Criminal Trespass, a class 6 felony.
