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On November 11, 2008 Deputies of the Arapahoe County Sheriff’s Office responded to the LDS Church at
1939 East Easter Avenue to investigate a report of an arson. The reporting party who reported that one of the
members of the church had discovered that a copy of ‘The Book of Mormon’ had been set on fire and placed
on the door step at the northeast door of the facility. The remains of the book had been picked up by a
member of the church and handled by several other members. The book was found at approximately 4:15
PM and the Sheriff’s Office was notified at 7:15 PM.
The reporting party advised that the incident was discussed with a regional facilities manager who told him
there have been similar incidents occurring primarily in California. The activity may be in retaliation for the
position of the LDS church regarding Proposition.8related to same sex marriage.
