On Saturday November 8, 2008 at11:45 P,M, deputies of the Arapahoe County Sheriff’s Office responded to the 1400 
block of North Monroe Street to investigate a report of juveniles possibly breaking into a business and breaking 
windows. The reporting party stated that he heard glass breaking at the Plains Auto Parts and Service and observed four 
male juveniles breaking windows of cars and possibly attempting to gain entry into the business.  The reporting party 
followed the suspects as they fled the area on foot.  Deputy Haight contacted four juveniles in the area of Rookies Bar.   
 
Further investigation revealed that the detained juvenile suspects had broken out twenty windows and three windshields 
to several cars but did not cause damage or make entry into the business.  The damage to the vehicles is estimated at 
approximately $6,400.00. The investigation also determined that the juveniles were responsible for the prior vandalism 
of a house in Adams County.  The Adams County Sheriff’s Office is conducting the investigation into this matter.    
 
The juvenile suspects are identified as three sixteen year old males and one fifteen year old male. 
 
The juveniles were released to parents, pending the filing of formal charges.
